   Fran Kellar talks Cheese History! 

 

Growing up, we children all believed the 
moon was made of green cheese!   

Back in the day, in every little hamlet of the 
County, the milk was brought by the farmers 
to the cheese factory by horse-drawn 
wagons, and later, milk was delivered by 
truck. We could hear the rattling sounds of 
the milk cans coming down the road.   

This year we all celebrated the 50th 
anniversary of man landing on the moon ï a momentous event.  50 
years ago, my husband, Lewis, was cheese maker at Black River 
Cheese Factory and I 
was responsible for 
sales.  At that time 90 
lb. cheeses were made, 
waxed and aged until it 
was cut into thirds and 
a large cheese knife 
was used to cut 
whatever the customer 
asked for by weight.  In 
later years, the cheese  
was made into 40 lb. blocks, aged, then cut and vacuum-sealed into 
smaller pieces making it much easier to handle. 
 
The cheese was made with either white or coloured curds and if the 
curds got mixed together, it was considered second grade cheese 
and, by law, could not be sold. So, 50 years ago we mixed some 
white curd and colored curds together making a mixed cheese, 
keeping it secretly under wraps for 30 days, then cutting it.  We 
called it Moon Cheese! We sold it to the farmers that sent milk to 
the cheese factory. One day an inspector came in for his regular 
inspection, walked into the curing room and said, ñOK Fran, where 
is the moon cheese?  I just had some for dinner at my neighborôs 
last night and it was really good!ò  The head officials eventually 
decided to call it marble cheese instead of moon cheese and this 
opened the door to making the variety cheeses which we all enjoy 
today.

In the County at one time there were approximately 26 cheese 
factories in operation.  When man landed on the moon in 1969, 
there remained only six factories making cheddar cheese in the 
County.  Now today there is only one factory that makes specialty 
cheese and most cheese making today is automated. 

At Black River, we won several awards with our cheese in far-away 
places such as England.  The prize money we received, after entry 
fees and shipping costs, was a grand total of 2 Pounds!  The cheque 
and other small items were donated to the dairy section of the Farm 
Town Museum in Stirling, Ontario.  We had also made cheese for 
other cheese factories such as Moira Valley, Pine Grove, Plum 
Hollow and even in Prince Edward Island.   

Sadly, working on cement floors for many years 
caused injury to Lewis and he had both knees 
replaced and eventually lost both his legs. 
Approximately 15 years ago, our dear friends of the 
St. Mary Magdalene ñNever-Ending Construction 
Crewò removed a section of pew to accommodate 
his wheelchair so he wasnôt sitting in the aisle.  If 
you have ever wondered why that section of the 
pew was removed, now you know! 

So, if we put a man on the moon, we can also press a button to put 
milk into an automated machine to make a block of cheese!  And, 
by the way, we now know the moon is not made of green cheese.

.The ROC: One of our Youth Ministries 

The ROC (Recreation Outreach Center) 
is one of St. Mary Magdaleneôs core 
youth ministries 

Since 2000, the ROC has provided a 
variety of programs to youth in a safe 
and nurturing environment to promote 
their personal, social and academic 
development. They believe that every 
young person in Prince Edward County should have the opportunity 
and resources to excel in life. There is no cost to participate in their 
programs, and healthy snacks and transportation are provided 
when needed. The ROC presents barrier-free programs in school, 
after-school, and at the youth center. In grades 7 and 8 across The 
County, in-school programs are offered to girls (Girls ROCk It!) and 
to boys (GUY TIME). The after-school programs cater to grades 1 
to 6 and the Youth Centre to 12 to 18 year olds. Last year, 2018-
19, 110 students participated in the in-school programs, 40 in after-
school and 270 registered at the Youth Centre with over 6000 visits! 

It all began in 2008 when our parish raised $1100 for sports 
equipment. Over the years since, our congregation has raised funds 
through events such as hymn sings, musical concerts, church teas, 
and personal donations to support the ROC.  Members of our 
church have volunteered in various capacities - teaching crafts, 
preparing food, volunteering at summer camps, fundraising and 
serving on the governing board. Since 2017, our church has 
committed to fund one monthôs operating expenses ($2500) each 
year for the Youth Centre, 

On several occasions ROC staff have visited our church to talk 
about their work with youth. Some stories are very moving and it 
was reassuring that the broad array of initiatives and activities 
offered by the ROC are available to help County youth.  

In January 2017, the ROC opened the 
PEC Youth Centre at 299 Main Street in 
Picton where youth can meet socially, get 
help, attend courses, play and develop a 
sense of purpose and belonging; it has 
become a ógo-toô meeting spot for youth 
from across The County.  



The program offerings were developed with input from youth and 
include:  

¶ Smart Recovery (helping youth deal with addiction),  

¶ FAM (Fix-a-meal) Thursday where youth and staff create 
nutritious meals to enjoy together,  

¶ Plant a Garden Allotment,  

¶ Youth Advisory advocates to give youth a voice in PEC,   

¶ Youth Linked-In promotes leadership and volunteer 
opportunities  

The ROC faces an on-going challenge to maintain funding for its 
programs. It receives no core government support from any level 
and relies upon grants and donations for program funding. As the 
ROC is a registered charity, donations are eligible for tax receipts.  

The ROCôNôRevue is a major annual fundraising event, held at the 
Regent Theatre. This event showcases local talent and is a wonderful 
opportunity for young artists to be mentored by professionals and to 
appear on stage. 

If you would like to learn more about ROC, please feel free to drop 
in at the Youth Centre between 10.30 am and 5.30 pm on any 
weekday year round. A group from our church had a tour of the 
center in April and people were amazed by it; another visit is 
planned for the Fall and we will let you know when that is scheduled.
